Update to Surveillance Testing: (Rapid Swabs)

workers) will be required to get tested daily/prior to a visit. .
--Those who are fully vaccinated (staff, caregivers) will continue to
get swabbed once a week as per the homes policy. We want to
continue to do so as a precaution.

-Indoor General visitors will continue to be swabbed before their
visit, regardless of immunization status.

-Outdoor General visitors do not need to be swabbed
